Legislative Report

OPM announced that letters mailed last month to
enrollees in the Federal Long Term Care Insurance
Program (FLTCI P) contained €
A mo u n tction af gheir election letters. The errors
affect enrollees with the automatic compound inflation
option whose anniversary date for annual benefit
increased is November 1, December 1, or January 1.
Personalized corrected letters will be mailed in
December to affected enrollees and those enrollees will
be provided an extension of time, up to March 12, 2010,
toI rqvi%v% theirvgptiosns and make a decision. Those who
fave already Sbmitted their decisions based on the
erroneous letters and want to reconsider their decision
must call 1-800-582-3337. That is also the number
members must call if they have questions about their
FLTCIP enroliment.

In a rare Saturday session held November 7, the House
narrowly passed legislation overhauling health care.
The vote on H.R. 3962 was 220-215. Under this
legislation federal employees and annuitants will be able
to keep the insurance in the system they have now and

nothing in the bill specifically impacts Federal
Employees Health Benefits Program (FEHBP).
However, any comprehensive plan that changes

insurance law, provider financing, taxation policy and
health infrastructure, will have some ramifications on
how FEHBP operates in the larger health system.

Attention turns to the Senate. Senate rules facilitate
both debate and amendment. For these reasons,
NARFE must be concerned about proposals made
during committee consideration of S. 1796, the Senate
health care overhaul bill, which would have required
FEHBP participants to go into the new exchanges or
opened the FEHBP to non-federal civilian employees
without separate risk pools. Any Senator could revive
these proposals and offer one or both as amendments

during Senate floor consideration. Use either the
